Taking a break from technology 1s one thing, but knowing when to turn off a device 15 another.
Time seems to stand still i the virtual world. and before you know 1t, you find that 1t 1s three o'clock
in the morning. This 1s where a digital curfew comes 1n handy, a set time when all devices must be
put away. Evenings without technology are usually nice and peaceful and make a more agreeable
end to the day. And then 1t's time for bed. One of the best ways of ensuring you can sleep at night 1s
to ban electronic devices altogether from the bedroom. Lying next to a machme bursting with
information 1s far from relaxmg. and the sounds 1t emuts during the might can easily wake you up.
